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LFYC 36th Annual Meeting Minutes

December 2, 2011 at 8:00 PM in the Clubhouse, Quorum was met by 8:15 with 33 members

in attendance

Trustees Present: Ray Calogero, Jeff Dowd, BJ Caraccioli, Jay Karamanol, Diana Thompson and

Ray called the meeting to order at 8:15.
Copies of the 2011 semi-annual meetin
minutes were distributed to all in attend-
ance. Frank Gutowski motioned to waive
the previous meeting minutes. Seconded
by Karen Slusark. All were in favor.

Theresa Chevalaz, CPA reviewed the club’s
finances. Overall everything looks good.
She is preparing our tax return & analytical
review. Frank Sullivan asked what we are
taxed for and she replied by stating that
we have minimal tax liability and it'is on
non-member income.

Following the accountants report, Diana
Thompson presented the treasurers re-
port. Diana began with goin%over the
profit & Loss comparison with last year.
Income is on target. Each category was
looked at and explanations followed where
needed. Club made a profit this year and
so funds have been set aside for a few ma-
jor projects such as Parking Lot, Dock &
Galley. She further stated that the budget
was not changed but rather some numbers
were moved around a bit. A CD was
cashed last year to be used on major pro-
jects and this year another one was
opened for $30,000. A question was
posed by Chuck Emery regarding the CD’s
on the total amounts and what each is for.
An explanation was given. Accounts re-
ceivable was discussed and Diana assured
the membership that liens are being filed
accordingly. Then she moved onto the 5
year capital plan and presented it to the
membership again as there were changes
made to it. Paul Sabia asked about the
catwalk. Discussion ensued and Diana ad-
vised that the catwalk is in the plan for
next year. Pat Brennan asked a question
about membership and what the number
is at right now. Membership is down
slightly and he asked why. Discussion en-
sued and the board is looking into ways to
get membershi? up. Glenn DeSantis asked
why the rental fee was increased. An ex-
planation by the board was given and dis-
cussion on the matter took place. At this
time the board introduced a representa-
tive from Yankee Propane and one from
The Jayson Company. Both companies
would offer the residents of Lake Forest a
reduced rate for either oil or propane as an
incentive to use the savings to join the
club. Please contact the office for more
details or a flyer on how it works. Detailed
explanation on the treasurer’s report can
be provided in the office.

At this time BJ Caraccioli, our secretary,
spoke about the nursery school. He in-
formed the membership that their con-
tract now coincides with the teacher’s con-
tract and any negotiations are done in De-
cember. Their rent was increased. Some-
thing new, the office now accepts 4 types
of credit cards and it can be done over the
hone or by stopping in the office. A new
aptop was purchased with the idea of up-

dating the office equipment. The LFYC
apparel will be available in the office to see
and order.

Ray Calogero took his turn and began his
report by discussing the Porthole News.
He informed the membership that a fixed
format will be created for each monthly
issue and discussions took place to move
the job into the office and eventually
cutting out the off-site printing service.
They are looking into ways to have it print-
ed in the office and looking at the costs to
do so. For now, a new printing company
has been hired for a slightly lower rate to
tr}l to save the club some money. Eventu-
ally the idea will be to post it on the web-
site . Ray continued on by bringing up the
next topic which is Social. Discussion en-
sued regarding the budget and ways we
can change a few things to keep costs
down and still have nice events. Some
changes have already been decided on for
the larger events. Pat Brennan asked the
board for costs for the added events this
gear. An explanation was given. The

oard would like to continue with the
same events and with a few changes they
will be able to stay within or near the
budget for social. For further detail on this
matter please contact the office.

The next topic presented by Rich L’'Altrelli
was on legal matters. After thorough re-
view and research, the board has decided
that a Licensing Agreement rather than a
clubhouse rental agreement is required for
all events that are notcf)rivate, open to the
public, one where fundraising is conduct-
ed, etc. More information can be ex-
plained at the office. This is designed to
reduce the club’s responsibility and/or
liability exposure on these types of events.
One example is the Garden State Wake-
boarding Competition. All of the club’s
policies have been reviewed and are in
good standing.

At this time the floor was taken over by
Jeff Dowd, trustee in charge of mainte-
nance. He informed the membership that
the club sustained some damage due to
the hurricane but since we would not be
able to collect much through the insur-
ance, a claim was reported but only for
record purposes. An explanation of the
damages was given. Jeff further stated
what was done this year with the beach as
far as repairs and items purchased.

And finally we heard from our trustee in
charge of security, Jay Karamanol. He let
the membership know that the board once
the weather cooperated would see that all
8 cameras are put up with some going over
by the office that would cover the ba

field, etc. There were no major issues re-
ported this year by Al Rossy Investiagations
and the board overall is pleased with their
service.
